Abstract. The study investigates the specifics and tools of influence employed by
Russian Telegram channels to manipulate public sentiment and sustain information
narratives aligned with the interests of the Russian government at particular moments.

For the analysis of manipulative practices and propaganda, content from three of
the most popular Telegram channels in Russia (data based on TGStat service) within the
.News and Media” category for October 2024 was selected: ,Topor Live" (4.142 million
subscribes), ,Pryamoy Efyr. Novosti” (3.715 million subscribers) and RIA Novosti (3.347
million subscribers).

The analyzed content was categorized into the following types: text-based news,
posts containing manipulative imagery, and posts featuring videos or direct quotations.
Additionally, the temporal patterns of publication, systematicity, and peak activity periods
were scrutinized. A critical focus of the research involved identifying primary sources of
information, which ranged from official representatives of international organizations (e.g.,
the EU, NATO) to officials from Russia, Ukraine, and other countries. The proportion of posts
lacking any cited sources was also evaluated.

The analysis of manipulative strategies employed by these channels demonstrated
the grequent use of combined techniques within single messages, including the pervasive
application of emotionally charged labels, excessive generalizations, and decontextualized
guotations (notably from statements by Ukrainian officials). Furthermore, a significant
portion of posts was supplemented with video content designed to foster a biased
perception of events within the context of the Russia-Ukraine war.

The application of combined propaganda techniques in Telegram channels aims not
only to influence perceptions of individual events but also to shape the overall emotional
state of society. The manipulation of language and data facilitates the cultivation of an
impression of an intractable conflict, thereby legitimizing Russia’'s uncompromising actions
in Ukraine.
